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The Mayor and City Council shall discuss and possibly take action on approving a contract with Diversified
Flooring Services for the replacement of the carpet at the Maricopa Public Library. This includes moving of
furniture, exisiting carpet and adhesive, floor patching and repair, carpet tile, labor, freight, delivery and tax.
Funding will be paid from Capital Project Fund, Library, Furniture and Fixtures (35033135-67730-38005) not to
exceed $36,334.11.  Discussion and Action.

The purchase of replacement carpet at the Library was approved for the FY2017/18 Capital Improvement
Projects. The current flooring has frayed edges, and the seams are coming apart. The Library always strives for
a clean well-maintained look.  The purchase of the carpet was approved at the May 15, 2018 City Council
Regular meeting.  This agenda item calls for the approval of the actual contract.

Staff recommends approval of the contract with Diversified Flooring Services for the replacement of the carpet
at the Maricopa Public Library.
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
